Report about the activity of Scandinavian House Foundation in 2007

Introduction:

The foundation received the order of the court in January 2007. declaring it had been registered as an organization in the public interest. On one hand it means that sponsors of the foundation can deduct the offered amount from their taxable income and on the other hand the foundation is entitled to receive „1%”s offered by taxpayers.

Representative of the foundation, Andrea Götz has been on maternity leave since April 2007. and the editor of our homepage, Éva Lánczi also began her maternity leave in the beginning of June 2007. So the otherwise small team is reduced in numbers. Therefore the foundation’s main effort that year was to maintain basic services (that is to run language courses and take care of services of its homepage) to continue in existence and to concentrate on organizing one bigger event.

Activities:

Homepage
We can say that the homepage of the foundation and its services are our most successful initiative. More than seven hundred inquirers have registered to our news letter. People are informed in news letters about Scandinavian cultural programs in Hungary, programs organized by the foundation itself, language courses and interesting news from Scandinavian countries. We update our homepage week by week and among our services one can find the weekly programs of the movies and television channels. So we might as well state that it is our homepage which is searched for first by those who want to get information about Scandinavian programs. We receive numerous positive echoes! 
Language courses

At present the chief source of income and regular activity of the foundation is running language courses in Danish, Swedish and Norwegian languages. In every half year so in February and September 2007. we announced courses in all Scandinavian languages on different levels. In spring semester we started Swedish course for beginners and for students on intermediate level and Danish for beginners. In autumn semester we launched Swedish course for beginners and for students on intermediate level, Danish and Norwegian course for beginners. We keep on organizing language courses for the interest taken in Scandinavian languages has largely increased because of the labour-migration to Scandinavia.
Dánvázió:
In November 2007. a Danish month was held in Budapest. Scandinavian House Foundation took part in the organization, too. The center of the four-week-program was a Danish design exhibition and several other cultural programs were built around it. There were film screenings, for children as well, literary evenings, concerts, professional and information days, programs for children, book-sale. The event was very popular, it is worth trying to organize a similar program this year again with some modifications: for example not to focus only on Denmark but on other Scandinavian countries as well, and the programs would be condensed into a shorter period of time. The foundation didn’t finance the event.
